Thought Question
Samson is known for his great strength, but can you list some of his weaknesses that ultimately conquered him? 

Samson’s primary problem was the company he kept. He married outside of God’s people for apparently shallow reasons (14:1-3). He went in to a harlot (16:1). He put himself in a compromising situation by associating with Delilah. He apparently let his love for her blind him to her deceitful intentions, which led to his ruin (16:4-20).
